Before You Leave Home

You will complete an online placement test. This is very important as it is
used to decide which class to put you in. Please don't cheat! You will have
the best time if you are in class with students who have a similar level of
English as you.

Travelling abroad is exciting, and there are a few things to prepare before
you go. Here is some helpful information for your trip.

Check how much luggage your airline allows. Different airlines and
destinations have different rules about weight, size, and number of bags.
Most airlines let you check in one big suitcase and take one small bag as
hand luggage.

Your hand luggage should include:

e Your passport and a photocopy

e Travel documents

e Money

e Any medicine you need (with prescriptions)
e This student guide

e Phone and charger

e Spare underwear and a toothbrush

e Anything else you need during the journey

Remember: liquids in hand luggage must be 100ml or less.
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Arriving in the UK

Before you leave the plane, make sure you take all your belongings. After
passport control and collecting your suitcase, you will meet a member of
our team. They will take you to a coach that will drive you to your centre.
The coach usually does not stop on the way, so use the toilet or buy
snacks before leaving the airport. The journey may take 1 to 2 hours,
depending on where you are landing.

Arriving at the Centre

When you arrive, our EP staff will give you a warm welcome. You will
receive a lanyard with your ID card and the English Path 24-hour
emergency number. Please wear this at all times.

You will be shown to your room and given a key. Then you will have a
short tour so you know where everything is: dining hall, classrooms,
laundry, and activity areas.

Most rooms are in shared flats with students from your group or other
groups — a great way to make new friends. Boys and girls stay in separate
areas. There are common rooms or kitchens for relaxing, but cooking is
not allowed.

Weather

From June to August, the weather in the UK is usually warm and sunny. The
average high temperature is 21.5°C, and the average low is 13.5°C.

But the UK weather can change quickly - from heat waves to heavy rain,

sometimes you feel all four seasons in one day! Please bring a waterproof
jacket or umbrella.

Money

The money used in the UK is Pounds Sterling (£). There are 100 pence (p) in
one pound.

Coins: 1p, 2p, 5p, 10p, 50p, £1, £2 Notes: £5, £10, £20, £50

Credit cards and contactless payments are accepted almost everywhere.

British Customs

Be polite — always say “please” and “thank you.”

When walking in public, stay on the pavement, not the road.

Leave space for other people to walk.

The British love queuing (standing in line). Always join the back of the
queue.

Being on time is very important. If you are running late, tell someone.
