Breakfast: Breakfast is usually a light meal
consisting of cereal, fruit, toast, juice, or
coffee. Hosts will usually ask you to prepare
your own breakfast.

Lunch: You will be responsible for buying your
own lunch at school, from a local restaurant,
or the local shops.

Dinner: If you book Half Board, you

will usually eat dinner with your host, or
occasionally you may prepare your own meal
with food supplied by your host, please expect
your host to set the dinner time and let them
know if you are unable to arrive on time.

Extra cost of services: Some hosts might
charge a fee for the use of kitchen if you want
to prepare your own meals.
